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In 2022, the Board of Commissioners of the State Railway of
Thailand (SRT) comprises of senior executive officers from the
public and private sectors. Every member of the Board of
Commissioners has experience, skill, and ability to determine
direction, strategies and targets of the State Railway of Thailand,
including overseeing the Management’s compliance and
consistency to the business rehabilitation plan.

SRT Board of Commissioners’ authority is to draft policy and
supervise general business of SRT, for instance,

1. Impose regulations on various matters under the founding
objectives of SRT

2. Impose meeting’s regulations and procedures of the SRT
Board of Commissioners

3. Impose regulations on hiring, promoting, and dismissing of
SRT officers

4. Impose regulations on SRT’s code of practice and rules on
discipline and penalty of SRT officers

5. Impose regulations on SRT officer’s uniform

6. Set up standard fares, service fees, and supplementation
fees for SRT business

7. Set up fares, service fees, and supplementation fees for
SRT business from time to time

8. Set up salary rates for SRT officers

Qualifications of the SRT Board of Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners must have and must not have
qualifications as stipulated in the State Railway of Thailand Act
B.E. 2494 and the Standard Qualifications of the Board and
Officer of State Enterprises Act B.E. 2518 (Amendments) which
includes:

o Being of Thai nationality;

o Being under sixty-five years of age;
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» Having suitable credentials and experiences for the undertakings
of SRT business;

o Not being bankrupt or having been a dishonest bankrupt;

« Not having been sentenced by a final judgment to imprisonment,
excepting for a sentence for an offense committed through
negligence or a petty offense;

« Not being a person of unsound mind or mental infirmity;

« Not having been ordered by a judgment or an order of a court that
his assets shall be vested in the State on the grounds of unusual
wealth or an unusual increase of assets;

o Not being a member of the House of Representatives, senator,
member of a local assembly or local administrator;

« Not being a political official, excepting for holding a Boardial position
pursuant to a provision of law;

« Not being a person holding any position in a political party or an
official of a political party;

« Not having been expelled, dismissed or removed from work on the
ground of dishonest performance of duties;

« Not being a shareholder of such SRT or a shareholder of a juristic
person in which such SRT holds shares;

« Not being a person holding any position in a juristic person in
which such SRT holds shares, except where entrusted by the SRT
Board of Commissioners to hold a Boardial position or other position
in the juristic person in which such SRT enterprise holds shares;

« Not being a Board or an executive or a person having authority in
the management or an interest in a juristic person who is a
concessionaire or joint venture party, or having an interest relating
the undertakings of SRT, excepting for being a chairperson of the
board of Boards, Board or executive by entrustment of SRT;

SEPO has a vital role
in supervising the business operation to ensure effectiveness
and achievement in accordance with government policy. At the
state enterprise Boards’ meeting, the management fee is provided
not more than 2 times a month. In the meeting of sub-board,
subcommittee, or another working group, only 2 working groups
are allowed for management fee and not more than 2 times per
month.

The above is the maximum rate considered for monthly
compensation and management fee of Boards in a state
enterprise, sub-board, subcommittee or another working group.
Each state enterprise shall consider its financial status and
feasibility as a primary concern. In particular, for the state
enterprise that requires a budget, the purpose must be reasonable
to minimize the impact on its financial status. The determination
and amendment of compensation and management fee under
such rate and criteria is not valid unless all legal requirement
proceeds.

In case
of reasonable cause, SRT may consider paying the meeting
allowance more than once a month but not more than 15 times
per year. In addition, the State Railway of Thailand is a state
enterprise in the business rehabilitation group according to the
criteria for paying monthly remuneration and meeting allowances
for state enterprise committees so it can hold 2 meetings per
month. In 2022, there are 15 meetings scheduled and they are
in March, July and September, two meetings were held to comply
with important matters that must be taken into consideration,
such as the budget, draft indicators. and annual operational plan.
to the Board of Boards 4 -7 days in advance of the meeting.

Having in place policy to minimize using paper in the meeting
of the board of commissioners, SRT hence stores meeting
documents in electronic format and it can be delivered via
Intranet system (e-Meeting) in order to be compatible for tablets.
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The e-Meeting system of which first used in the SRT Board of
Commissioners’ meeting No. 11/2561 held on Thursday, 21%
June 2018, has been a convenient tool in the meeting, allowing
smooth and fast procedures, assisting in decision making and
decreasing the use of paper significantly.

The SRT Board of Commissioners express their opinion
independently while the meeting is noted in written form. In
each meeting agenda, the minutes of the meeting consists of
opinion, observations and important suggestions beneficial to
SRT. The minutes of the meeting certified by the SRT Board of
Commissioners is documented and uploaded to e-Meeting
system for reviewing by the Board of Commissioners and
relevant person.

SRT Board of Commissioners considers the importance of
monitoring financial and non-financial performance, determines
procedures for reporting work progress to ensure conformity to
the rehabilitation plan. The report of budget approval and
compliance with the SRT Board of Commissioners’ meeting is
monitored and presented to the SRT Board of Commissioners
on a monthly basis. Any observation, opinions in the meeting
is implemented into practice. The project progress report
consists of issues/problems and proposal for solution as a
contributing factor for making decision.

Board of Commissioners Coordination and Secretarial Center
has the duty in making an appointment, preparing invitation
letters to the meeting, prepare meeting agendas and meeting
documents, including recording minutes of the meeting to ensure
completeness of important information. The minutes of the
meeting is submitted to the SRT Board of Commissioners for
certification and storage in a systematic place.

The State Railway of Thailand (SRT) is aware of and places
importance on risk management and internal control under changes
from internal and external factors that may affect the important
missions that the SRT has been assigned by the government.

SRT operates on risk management and internal control in line
with the State Enterprise Assessment Model: SE-AM, according
to the COSO Enterprise Risk Management-Integrating with
Strategy and Performance framework: COSO-ERM 2017, and
according to the Internal Control-Integrated Framework: COSO
2013.

The SRT has a subcommittee on risk management and internal
control of the State Railway of Thailand which was appointed by
the Board of Commissioners to give opinions and recommendations
on risk management policies; to supervise and ensure that each
line of work and each unit operates in accordance with the
established policies adequately and appropriately.

The new outbreak of Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) in
Thailand spreads widely and faster than the first outbreak. It
significantly affected the overall economy of Thailand. The trend
of slowing down in rail, road and air transportation according
to the 2021 Thailand Logistics Report, it was found that the
overall industry domestic freight transportation by rail, road and
air during the past 5 years tends to slow down continuously.
The average growth rate per year of rail freight transport
decreased by 0.51%, the average growth rate per year of road
transport decreased by 2.38%, and the average growth rate per
year of air freight transport decreased by 35.56%.

The State Railway of Thailand is an organization that has a
continuous accumulated deficit. In 2022, the accumulated deficit
is more than two hundred thousand million baht. There are
major problems to operations as follows:

1. Revenue from low fare and freight charge because the
government sets the price which is set below the cost level.

2. Lack of continuity in rail infrastructure development
including locomotives and rollingstock.

3. The State Railway of Thailand receives less funding from
the government for its operation than it actually operates.

4. Personnel problems due to the cabinet resolution on
recruiting new employees to replace retired employees which
is only 5 percent. As a result, there is a tendency to reduce
the number of employees that is opposite to the expansion
of rail infrastructure whether it is a double-track project
and new railway line projects, etc. According to the forecast
in the next 10 years, the State Railway of Thailand will have
a decrease in the number of employees by 30% or more
than 2,827 people in 2029.

e Passenger Service

The number of passengers in 2022 is 7.52 million people, it is
affected by the ongoing spread of the COVID-19 disease and
the trains are still implementing measures to prevent the spread
of the disease by strictly adhering to the provisions of the
Emergency Decree and the orders of the CCSA. In addition, the
public and private sectors still implement Work from Home
measures, Educational institutions change the format of teaching
and learning to online systems. As a result, the State Railway
of Thailand has to cancel some trains. In addition to the
aforementioned factors, there are also social factors in consumer
behavior that have changed, which is another important factor
that affects to the number of passengers of the State Railway
of Thailand. Nowadays, people in society starts to live in the
form of Lazy Economy, which is a new economic trend that
occurs around the world that plays an important role in creating
demand for purchases.

For the above reasons, the State Railway of Thailand has
launched SRT Express service; a small parcel delivery service
in the Southern route from the origin to destination stations
within 24 hours, starting from 18th July 2022, with a special
price. The price starts at 50 baht per 20 kg, up to 470 baht
per 200 kg, to ease the burden of people, entrepreneurs and
to adjust the business of the State Railway of Thailand and turn
crisis into opportunity from the impact of canceling service of
commercial trains.

e Freight Service

Freight volume in 2022, the State Railway of Thailand has freight
volume of 11.08 million tons, which is lower than estimated
11.36%, the lower than expected cargo volume due to the
COVID-19 epidemic situation, which has resulted in a slowdown
in the foreign economy affecting the overall economic situation
of Thailand. A tendency of domestic consumption decreases
resulted the private transport company has canceled the cargo
transport because of economic reasons.

With the current economic condition tended to return back to
normal, the State Railway of Thailand sees such an opportunity
and therefore hasten to procure 965 Bogie Container Flat Wagons
(B. C. F.) with spare parts in order to support the increasing
volume of rail freight in the future.
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e Locomotive and Rollingstock

The State Railway of Thailand purchased 50 diesel-electric
locomotives to replace the existing locomotives to enhance the
potential of rail operations which is resulting in better
punctuality, more safety, reduce the shortage of locomotives.
Currently, 20 locomotives are already in service and other 30
locomotives will be delivered by December 2022, which will
reduce maintenance and fuel costs. As a result, the State Railway
of Thailand will generate more income in gross profit.

In addition, the State Railway of Thailand has signed a
cooperation agreement with King Mongkut’s Institute of
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Technology Ladkrabang (KMITL) to establish a joint working
group under the Memorandum of Cooperation on the
development of rail transport technology; the locomotive for
the development of the electric system to study, research and
develop of EV on Train in Thailand. There is a project to study
and develop a prototype of EV Shuttle Train that will be used
to connect the Airport Rail Link (ARL) Lat Krabang station to
KMITL and Hua Takhe stations. In 2022, it will prepare and
carry out the modification of an EV train from an old
locomotive, and in 2023, it will conduct an EV train test in
the test center and run on the route. It is a collaboration in
bringing innovation to be used to preserve the environment
and reduce carbon emissions.
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e Infrastructure
In 2022, the State Railway of Thailand has implemented rail
infrastructure construction projects, consisting of

1. The double-track construction project, Phase 1; 5 sections,
an overall performance is 91.40%, delayed by 8.60%, and
an overall performance of the signaling work is 49.44%,
delayed by 50.56%.

2. The double-track construction project, Phase 2; 7 sections
totally 1,479 kilometers.

3. Two new railway line construction projects are in the process
of land expropriation, consisting of
3.1 Den Chai - Chiang Rai - Chiang Khong route, a distance

of 323 kilometers.
3.2 Ban Phai - Mukdahan - Nakhon Phanom route, a distance
of 355 kilometers.

4. Thai-Chinese high-speed rail construction project; Phase
1, Bangkok - Nakhon Ratchasima section, totaling 14
contracts, 1 contract completed, 10 contracts signed and
3 contracts are waiting to be signed. The progress is
15.49%, delayed by 21.85%.

5. The high-speed rail project connecting 3 airports; Phase 1,
Don Mueang-Suvarnabhumi-U-Tapao.

6. The extension of the Red Line suburban rail system project,
totaling 5 routes, it is under the Ministry of Transport’s
consideration the construction cost review resulting for the
submission to the Cabinet for further consideration.
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Due to the recent spread of COVID-19, the contractors have been affected in
taking workers across provinces resulting in an insufficient labor, faced with
the problem of procurement, transportation, materials, equipment, machinery,
raw material prices, construction costs are increasing because the steel prices
rising quite a lot. All of these factors affect the State Railway of Thailand
construction project which caused the delay in operations. Therefore, the
consultant has been assigned to follow up and supervise the work closely to
ensure that the work goes as planned and to check the construction cost in
detail to ensure that the construction cost is sufficient.

e 5. Property management

The State Railway of Thailand has a lot of land plot but the income from
property management was found that land utilization was still inefficient due
to government regulations which made the State Railway of Thailand lacking
of flexibility in bringing land assets to generate commercial income. Therefore,
SRT Asset Company Limited was established on 30" April 2021 according to
the Cabinet resolution on 29" September 2020 with the following objectives:

1. To provide rental contract management services in which all assets are
still owned by the State Railway of Thailand.

2. Space allocation and contract negotiation services with third parties or
joint venture with the private sector to transfer of the land plot to sub-lease
for development or to find a partner to develop the area.

3. Real estate development by renting space from the State Railway of
Thailand or purchasing land from other organizations to develop the
project area or increase the value of assets.

side then reprofiling the wheel
to have a slope equal to the
standard and modifying the limb
structure that supports the brake
system which its distance is
modified to make the force of the
brake meets the standards of the
State Railway of Thailand.

2. Rehabilitation process

The Makkasan Workshop mechanics have brought the
carriages into the rehabilitation process to make it work
similar to the general diesel railcar that is being used at
the State Railway of Thailand but still maintains the identity
and aura of Japan by doing the followings:

o Check various systems of the engine, including brake
system, electrical system, air conditioning system, clean
inside of the carriage, wash seats and curtains, along
with interior signs from Japanese to have additional
English to suit the environment of Thailand. If it found
any problems of any part of the equipment, it will be
modified immediately.

o The exterior of the carriages is to modify and cut off
the lamp on the top of the carriage because it exceeds
the Loading Gauge to meet the standards of the State
Railway of Thailand and to move the light to be installed
in front of the carriage instead of 2 lights on the left
and right. Additional staircase modifications which were
originally used for high platform in order to be able to

use with low platforms.
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The Trial Run in the Western Line
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Renovating the carriage’s exterior body including polishing the whole
body, using the same colors, stripping paint by using paint stripping
agents instead of using heat because it affects the carriage and creates
pollution. At the end of the process, the carriage performance test is
performed and inspect every piece of equipment thoroughly to ensure
safety.

3. Test of the train

Therefore, in order to prepare and allow the
locomotive staff to be able to control and drive the diesel-electric
locomotive QSY 5201 -5250 correctly and safely, so it is
necessary to urgently organize a training course; “Operating

the QSY electric locomotive for locomotive staff”.
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The Mechanical Engineering Department has a mission to control
the locomotive, prepare media and manual for the diesel electric
locomotive QSY 5201 -5250, as well as participate in the
performance test of the locomotive according to the specified
conditions as well as conducting training course “Operating the
QSY diesel-electric locomotive for locomotive staff” during
18" - 27" July 2022. There are 147 staff who have been trained
and there are 1,979 central and regional locomotive staff who
have not been trained to operate the QSY diesel-electric
locomotive in order to be able to control this diesel-electric
locomotive correctly and safely. In this fiscal year, the training
course has been organized for relevant employees urgently. The
training held from 8" August to 27" September 2022 at Krung
Thep Aphiwat Central Terminal, 28 classes, 2 days each, with
a total of 785 participants.
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e Certificate Issuing for Driving a Train Course

The office of the Council of State approved the license issue to
drive trains, electric trains and high-speed trains by issuing a
ministerial regulation for the issuance of a train driving license
in accordance with the rules and penalties which consist of
temporary suspension of driving license, license revocation in
the case that the train driver commits a serious offense and
institutional accreditation and the training courses for rail
transport drivers. The course is divided into 4 categories: training
institute certification course, training certification course, foreign
training institute certification course, and training teacher
certification course.

The State Railway of Thailand is an organization that has played
a role in rail transportation for a long time and needs to be
adjusted to fit the legal criteria. The issuance of a certificate
for driving a train in order to be a standard is therefore a must-
knowledge and an understanding of the rationale and
background of the need for certification. This year, the SRT
Training Center organized 10 online training courses for 429
staff during 13" December 2021 - 10" March 2022 to make
participants aware and understand the rules and the need for
issuing a certificate for driving a train and to know the procedure
to obtain a driver’s license. It also informs about the benefits,
importance, and limitations that will lead to being certified as
a driver with full pride and finally, this training is a preparation
for the Department of Rail Transport to issue a driver’s license
in the next step.

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e Communication in Digital Age Course

From the change in communication in the digital age both in
technology and people’s media reception behavior that everyone
can disseminate and pass information on their own. It has a
great impact on the people who receive the media and the
media itself. Mass Communication Information Technology
Reform Committee has given importance to reform of government
information management system which must be adapted to the
digital age Therefore, the goal of developing government
personnel in communication and public relations in the digital
age has been set. The State Railway of Thailand organized
training course; Communication in the digital age to railway
staff to be able to operate, produce and disseminate government
information accurately, interesting to meet the target group of
people in the digital age both in terms of presenting content
that must be concise and easy to understand, a sequence of
stories, connect information to be concrete and media literate
in the digital age. Fiscal Year 2022, on 12" May 2022, the
online training was held and there were 74 people participated
in the training course. The course focuses on being able to keep
up with digital media, analyzes news information, and can easily
produce digital media by using basic programs from a smart
phone to communicate by using media and mass communication
to create awareness and understanding of government
operations, instilling values and cultures of people in society in
the digital age.
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e Morality and Ethics Promotion Course

Promoting morality, ethics and instilling good conscience among
the State Railway of Thailand’s employees to work based on
good governance with ethics and working spirit as well as a
good sense of responsibility, transparency, and accountability
in order to lead the organization towards sustainable
development. It is defined as a development plan and provides
knowledge to create participation through training/seminars,
including 3 projects, consisting of a course on the philosophy
of sufficiency economy and sustainable organizational
development, good governance seminar, and the Anti-Corruption
Network Workshop. If the State Railway of Thailand’s employees
realize and pay attention and apply it to both work and life, it
will be a very important part that will help the State Railway of
Thailand exists and develops sustainably.

The State Railway of Thailand by the Railway Technical School,

vocational qualification level 3 and level 4, maintenance
technician for signaling and telecommunication systems
vocation; vocational qualification level 4 and technician for

railway structure maintenance vocation; vocational qualification
level 3 and level 4 according to the certification letter no. CN-
0199A-6308/0069 corporate certification no. CB-0199-A, this
certification expires on 18" September 2021. In 2022, there
was no evaluation to certify the competency of individuals
according to professional standards because it is in the process
of renewal as a certification organization and has operated as
follows:

standards, Rail Transport Professional Program, therefore,
submitted a letter requesting to expand the scope of
assessment to be in accordance with the professional
qualifications framework of 8 levels as the Institute of
Professional Qualifications (Public Organization) imposed.

Qualifications Institute).
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e Railway Technical School
The Railway Technical School has opened for railway technician
students academic year 2022, including 5 programs as follows:

1. Mechanical Technician Program
There were 200 applicants, 40 persons passed.

2. Electric Locomotive and Rolling Stock Technician Program
There were 96 applicants, 40 persons passed (1 resigned).

3. Civil Technician Program
There were 44 applicants, 21 persons passed.

4. Signal and Telecommunications Technician Program
There were 60 applicants, 5 persons passed (this
program is not open).

5. Traffic Operation Program
There were 123 applicants, 30 persons passed.
Currently, there are a total of 130 students in 4
programs, studying in semester 2/2022.

Hokkaido KIHA 183 diesel trains from Japan that Thailand has been delivered from
Hokkaido Railway Company (JR HOKKAIDO), Japan in the middle of December 2021,
it is currently in the process of improving the main equipment of the coach and
modifying the facilities inside the carriages to be ready to serve tourists to support

2022; totally 20 locomotives. This is a high-performance locomotive using diesel
engines but has low exhaust emission standards according to UIC IIIA / EU Stage IIIA
standards and it can support the use of biodiesel fuel and B20 oil to reduce PM2.5
dust problems according to government policy, increase service efficiency and enhance
the income potential of the State Railway of Thailand and support the expansion of
other rail transport networks especially the double-track project that will gradually
implement to the public in the future.

was happened in the area of responsibility of the Ban Pa Subdistrict Administrative
Organization where accidents occur frequently. So, the State Railway of Thailand has
undertaken this under the authority of the State Railway of Thailand continually by
installing traffic signs, building speed bumps, and adding lights and has coordinated
with the Ban Pa Subdistrict Administrative Organization as the owner of the responsible
area to urgently procure a person to be at illegal level crossing point to take care of
the safety of commuters until the installation of the automatic barrier is completed to
prevent repeated accidents and reduce the loss of life including public property.
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According to the State Railway of Thailand announcing the temporarily closure of the railway
line between Bang Sue and Bang Bamru stations since 24" January 2022, to carry out
the restoration of the Rama 6 Bridge structure, it has now completed and resumed normal
operation since 25" February 2022, resulting the Southern train services all routes back to

system with the concept of service: “telemedicine and specialized clinics
on railways”.

The State Railway of Thailand has pursued a guideline for social and
environmental responsibility continuously. The research and development
of medical services project is a good project and extremely useful in creating
sustainability for the people and society. This is including the State Railway
of Thailand’s officers and their families. The State Railway of Thailand and
King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Ladkrabang have therefore
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cooperated to utilize the potential of each side for the fullest benefit with
the concept of providing telemedicine services and specialized clinics for
mobile railway. It realizes the importance and care for the health and quality
of life of the State Railway of Thailand’s officers and their families, as well
as the general people who live far away to lead to medical cooperation,
supporting access to new way of medical services, creating alternative
treatment options and convenient access to specialized doctors with Artificial
Intelligence by asking about general health problems via Chatbot. The
target group will be able to access specialized medicine conveniently and
can make an appointment to checkup via the application. In the future,
the State Railway of Thailand will renovate the coach to be the mobile
railway specialized clinic. It will travel to the areas that are difficult for
medical treatment access, to reduce social inequality and to create
sustainability for the society in another way.

For the telemedicine services, it will bring technology to develop the
treatment, give advice or ask for information about general health problems
such as illnesses and initial diagnosis as well as recommend possible option
for treatment through a chatbot system which is a general health inquiry
that helps people, the State Railway of Thailand’s officers and their families
to conveniently access specialized medical services and can make an
appointment to check and follow up through the application.

As for the building of a mobile polyclinic coach, the State Railway of Thailand
will renovate the coach to be mobile clinic coach and attach it to the trains
on various routes to provide treatment to those who need a medical
treatment. Both agencies will bring specialized medical teams to the area
for health checkup for the State Railway of Thailand’s officers and their
families, as well as people in the remote areas in the southern route as a
pilot site then will add more services to other routes across the country so
that everyone will have equal access to the treatment.

In 2022, the State Railway of Thailand and KMITL have launched a mobile
specialized medical unit in the pilot area of Chumphon province at the
Southern Maintenance Center, Chumphon province. There are public
relations to community and invite the State Railway of Thailand’s officers
and their families, including the people to have opportunity to access to
the treatment and to care for their health, register for free screening via
QR code or walk-in, attend the screening at the Southern Maintenance
Center, Chumphon province during 17" - 18" August 2022 from 9.00 hrs.
to 16.00 hrs. which received the attention of the State Railway of Thailand’s
officers and their families and the general people for more than 400 persons
to checkup for heart disease, lung disease, eye disease and general medical
diseases.
